KS2 National Curriculum results:

This year's results reflected the hard work and commitment of the Y6 children and all the adults who
worked and supported them, especially Mr Anderson.

This year's results of 60% of our children achieving Expected or above in reading, writing and maths
demonstrate the progress the school are making compared to the 2017 figure of 37% and 2016
figure of 47%.

As we continue to implement and embed changes to our school, we are aware that every change is not
about satisfying Ofsted or other external agencies; it is about meeting our vision of providing the
best for your children within a framework of challenge and high expectations for all.
